Canadian Young Speakers for Agriculture contestants prepare and deliver a five- to seven-minute
speech, in English or French, on one of five agriculture-related topics. Cash prizes are awarded to the
six finalists in both the Junior Competition (ages 11-15) and Senior Competition (ages 16-24). Al
Canadians of these ages are eligible to enter.
